Tracking News

FDOCb6s newest sporting group is our
members get together twice a week to pra ctise. We now have a total of
ten people fr om Frankston and twelve dogs that will be out there going for
titles next season. Dogs range from German Shepherds and Rottweilers
through to Golden Retrievers, GSPs, Miniature Poodles and Cocker
Spaniels. Any bre ed of dog can track , crossbreeds too ! We take our dogs
to some terrific locations to enjoy this sport and they love it. For those
of you who enjoy getting outdoors, walking your dogs and spending time
with fri ends, this is the sport for you.
So what exact ly is Trac king? Well, i n the sport of Tracking, dogs are
taught to follow a 6trackd of footste
person at the other end (or a food reward). The beauty of tracking is
that you can Ol ayd your o wreaveafaod teward( w
at the end and then come back, collect your dog and have them follow the
track to the reward. Or, you can hide at the end of the track and have
them come find you, or a friend who has laid the track. The sport of
Tracking is recognised b y the ANKC and Dogs Victoria, and dogs can earn
titles at Tracking Trials. Titles are Tracking Dog (T.D.) Tracking Dog
Excellent (T.D.X) and Tracking Champion (T.Ch). Frankstonds
range from absolute beginners to trackers with T.D.X and T.Ch titles
Everyone has a ball and helps each other out.
There are seven Tracking Tests to go through to reach Tracking
Champion. The first test involves the dog accurately following a track 400
metres in |length, to find a 6known t
progressively harder until Test 7, where a dog must follow a track that is
1.2 kilometres in length and identify articles (generally socks) along the
way, before finding the tracklayer.
To watch a tracker dog at work is an amazing sight. Dogs live in a wor Id
of scents that is totally different to the one we live in. Their sense of
smell is so acute that although these tests sound difficult, the smallest of
dogs are capable of doing them.
Once dogs have achieved their Tracking Champion status, they can now go
on and do the new sport of Track and Search. This is very much oriented
towards search and res cue type work and dogs must track across
different surfaces such as gravel, roads and in shopping centres to find
their tracklayer. Tracker dogs are amazing an d Tracking is an amazing
sport.

Canine Distemper Virus
What Is It?

Heather Hammonds

Most of wus know that when we buy a new puppy we sho
vaccinations against Canine Parvovirus, Distemper, Hepatitis and Canine Cough. Frankston Dog

Obedi ence Club requires that all our members’ dogs
articles explaining a little about these diseases. This newsletter we will focus on Canine Distemper Virus
or CDV.

Thanks to vaccination, CDV is rarely seen among our pet dog population in Australia these days.
However, there are a smattering of cases each year and these are usually caused by dogs coming into
contact with foxes, feral dogs or infected material passed by these animals. Anyone who has seen a dog
infected with CDV wishes they had not. The virus, a
incubation period of several days. Initially an infected dog might have a temperature and be off their

food for a day or two. Then they are just not 100% for a few days, as the virus works its way through
their |l ymphatic system and is either stamped out if

A little known fact about CDV is that it is a relation of the human measles virus! In some cases, there can
even be a ‘zoonosi s’ effect. This means that some h
carnivores). However, the di sease iedpéersaudnesinot bacanelll. |,
They just become infectious to dogs and other affected animals. On a positive note, those who have had
the measles or have been vaccinated against measles are actually protected against being infected with
CDV.

So what are the signs of CDV? A high temperature, nasty discharge from the nose and eyes, often
accompanied by diarrhoea and vomiting that at first can be mistaken for Parvovirus. CDV, travelling
through the dogs lymphatic system, is extremely immuno-suppressive. Infected dogs become very
susceptible to bacterial infections and often develop pneumonia. They basically catch any bacterial
infection going while they are suffering from the v
Central Nervous System and affected dogs throw fits, suffer brain damage, muscle tremors and can go
blind. Death occurs within 2-3 weeks. Central Nervous System symptoms can persist for months before
the dog finally recovers. Dogs that survive may be left brain damaged.

Thank goodnesswe don’'t see CDV very often these days. I s
in 15 years working as a vet nurse. One was in a fox, which was euthanased immediately and samples
taken as my boss was curious and wanted to confirm CDV. The other was in a dog that was just a family
pet dog who did not go out much and how it was infected was never discovered. The third dog belonged
to my boss. She was a little terrier cross and he rescued her from the animal shelter we did work for. She
recovered well but was left with brain damage, causing her to have a head tilt, fall over at times and also
on occasion, have fits or attack his other dogs during short periods of strange behaviour (never doing
any damage as she was so uncoordinated that she could not make contact with the dogs, who
interestingly, never retaliated as they seemed to realise there was something wrong with her and she
was harmless). As she was small and they had no children, she had a safe home where she could hurt
no one.

There are no drugs such as antibiotics to treat CDV once a dog is infected with it, as it is a virus.

However, antibiotics are often given because secondary bacterial infections move in quickly on a sick
dog. Vaccination against CDV is the only way of preventing the disease. It is easy to become complacent
and think to ourselves ‘I|I’'ve never heard of anyone’
di sease is controlled by something called “herd i mm
against a disease, incidence becomes low. The odd individual that is not vaccinated benefits from the
immunity of the other, vaccinated individuals. When a sufficient number of individuals remain

unvaccinated.. back comes the di sease. So upbesfiisnd, p
against this horrible virus and know that you are doing both him and the rest of the doggy community a
big favour!
